honoree recognized for over 40 years of leadership in 
African American Studies and Women’s Studies.

Monique Henderson, a 2009 Women’s Hall of Fame 
inductee, Olympic gold medalist, and educator, earned 
gold medals at the 2004 Athens and 2008 Beijing 
Games.
